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FABTP 2010 Partnership: University of Botswana 
The Johns Hopkins-Fogarty African 

Bioethics Training Program (FABTP) 

is pleased to announce that it has 

entered into a one-year collabora-

tive training partnership with the 

University of Botswana (UB), Office 

of Research and Development.  

 

FABTP has recently shifted its pro-

gram structure to offer annual col-

laborative partnerships with African 

institutions in an effort to enhance 

research ethics capacity within the 

selected institutions. In addition to 

one year of bioethics and research 

ethics training at Johns Hopkins 

University for two individuals from 

the selected institution, FABTP now 

provides one-month of tailored 

training opportunities in research 

ethics at JHU and Georgetown 

University for two additional part-

ner faculty, investigators, ethics 

committee members, or staff. 

FABTP will also sponsor a training 

workshop in research ethics each 

year, hosted at the African institu-

tion, and co-taught by JHU and UB 

faculty as well as FABTP alumni. 

Further, FABTP will engage in on-

site and virtual consultations with 

institutional leadership to assist with 

evaluating and enhancing the integra-

tion of research ethics into organiza-

tional structures.  

 

Each year a new partner institution 

will be selected, and partnership 

activities will be tailored to institu-

tional needs. 

 

The University of Botswana has 

been selected as the first institution 

to partake in this new program. 

FABTP is eager to collaborate with 

and learn from a burgeoning institu-

tion, which has already shown a 

strong commitment to implementing 

sound research ethics policies and 

practices. The University of Bot-

swana has approved a Research Eth-

ics Policy and established four Re-

search Oversight Committees 

through the Office of Research De-

velopment. Mr. Paul Ndebele, a for-

mer FABTP trainee and current 

Assistant Director of Research Ethics 

at the University of Botswana, will 

serve as the UB Partnership Program 

Director. The Johns Hopkins-Fogarty 

African Bioethics Training Program 

welcomes the University of Botswana 

and looks forward to establishing a 

lasting partnership in research ethics.

tate communication amongst 

our growing alumni group, 

and manage information ex-

change within the new 

FABTP training partnership 

model.   

 

The site will serve as a plat-

form to integrate the multiple 

training components of 

FABTP, and as a networking 

and information sharing hub 

for trainees, alumni, faculty, 

staff, future partners, and 

other (non-FABTP) trainees 

engaged with research ethics 

training and practice across 

Africa.  We hope to provide 

up-to-date Africa-based re-

search ethics resources to 

supplement continuing educa-

tion and support research in 

the field.

Report from the Field: Musonda Simwinga  
foster and maintain commu-
nication between the com-

munity and the study; 4.

My first encounter with Com-
munity Advisory Boards 

(CABs) was when I worked 

with a community randomized 

study to test two TB interven-

tions in Zambia. I was given the 

responsibility of coordinating 

the establishment of CABs in 

the study‟s sites. 
  

At first, establishing CABs 

seemed to be a concept ex-

ported to our settings in Zam-

bia solely to meet research 

funding requirements.  Also, 

since the history and context 

from which it emerged in the 
United States were very differ-

ent from the conditions in Af-

rica, I was not sure if CABs 

would play a significant role in 

research in Zambia.  Conse-

quently, I decided for my 

FABTP practicum to identify 

CAB functions, as the first step 
towards understanding the 

actual roles that CAB members 

play in research studies. 

According to my practicum 

findings, two broad types of 

CABs exist; those that are set 

up to serve a particular trial 

and those that are more insti-

tutional in nature. The latter 

are established out of an 

already existing community 

structure and therefore they 
are more likely to serve fu-

ture trials in the community. 

The study also categorized 

eight functions, which a well-

functioning CAB may per-

form: 

1. CABs represent partici-

pants on the trial by provid-
ing a „voice‟ for them in their 

interactions with researchers; 

2. CABs also to provide pro-

tection for study partici-

pants by advocating for their 

welfare and safety; 3. They 
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Between sessions, Dya, Robert, Caro-

line, Niyi, and I found quite a bit of 
time to continue discussions on some 

of the interesting topics and debates 

presented, learn about each others‟ 

ongoing projects and plans, and just 

“catch up.”

I must say that while it was nice to 

spend time with Dya, Robert, Caroline, 

and Niyi and talk about the history of 

the Belmont Report, debate multi-site 
IRB review, and discuss some of the 

challenges posed by financial and non-

financial conflicts of interest, it would 

have been that much better if we could 

have done so with the entire FABTP 

family.  Rest assured, we certainly 
grabbed enough free pens for the en-

tire group! Yours is in the mail. :-) 

 

Reunions are so valuable to this pro-

gram. They help us develop collegial 

relationships and refine important ideas 

and pursuits.  Our small reunion high-

lighted for me the importance of sus-

taining collective dialogue and fostering 

collaboration.  As mentioned else-
